This fall, the long awaited realiza-
tion of our rooftop playground will
become a reality.

Last year the school received a grant
from the Endowment for Inner-City
Education for the playground con-
struction. After some delay in get-
ting the appropriate permits, work
will begin in the upcoming weeks
and the space will be ready for use
this fall.

The first will have syn-
thetic turf and will serve as a play
space. The next two sections will
have a rubber surface: one with tiles
and one without tiles. There will
also be play equipment for the older
students and tricycles for the young-
est one. We are very excited to be
gaining a playground that will serve
as a safe haven for our students.
